Roman Keycard Blackwood 
Convention Difficulty: Improvers
Roman KeyCard Blackwood (RKCB) is the modern and slightly more complicated version of Blackwood. Suppose you bid a suit slam knowing you are missing 1 Ace. If you also are missing the King of trumps, the slam will be no better than a finesse. Similarly, the Queen of trumps may be a critical card. The purpose of RKCB is to locate the King and Queen of Trumps as well as the four aces. They may be as important for your slam as Aces.
You do not want to bid a suit slam missing more than one of the four Aces and the King and Queen of trumps. An exception to this is if you have a ten card fit, in which case the Queen of trumps is likely to drop to the A and K, so it is not required.
Bids and Responses
Like normal Blackwood, 4NT is the asking bid. Unlike normal Blackwood, you call the King of Trumps the 'fifth Ace'. There are five keycards, the four aces and the king of trumps. After 4NT, the responses are:
5( : 0 or 3 Keycards
5( : 1 or 4 Keycards
5( : 2 or 5 Keycards, without the Queen of Trumps
5( : 2 or 5 Keycards, with the Queen of Trumps
After a response of 5( or 5(, the RKCB bidder can bid the next suit up that is not trumps to ask for the Queen of Trumps. Responder bids:
The Trump suit without the Queen
Another suit with the Queen and the king of the bid suit.
5NT with the Queen but no kings (excluding King of Trumps)
After these responses, opener bids a new suit to show kings or trumps to sign off.
RKCB bidder can continue with 5NT to ask for kings, if he is interested in a Grand Slam. Responder then bids his cheapest outside king, and these are bid until one knows enough to bid a Grand Slam.
Alternatively standard Blackwood 5NT responses can be used, though it often useful to know which kings you are missing. Note that, if 5NT is used to ask for the number of unspecified kings held, the King of trumps has already been shown in the response to 4NT and should now be ignored when responding to 5NT.
Notes
It is sometimes unclear which suit is trumps. If a suit has been bid and raised, that is the trump suit. However, if no suit has been raised you draw one of two conclusions:

1) No trump suit has been agreed so my partner is looking for a slam in No Trumps. I will therefore give a standard Blackwood response.

2) My partner is agreeing the last bid suit, so I will assume that is the trump suit.
As with normal Blackwood, be aware that responses could take the bidding too high. Make sure you are prepared for any reply.
