Continuing the auction after opener’s rebid:

· Opener rebids in No Trumps 

· Opener raises responder’s suit

· Opener rebids his suit

Responder’s second bid after opener has rebid in a new suit will be considered separately.

When opener has had a chance to clarify his strength and distribution by rebidding, the responder will often be in a good position to determine the way in which any further bidding should proceed.

When opener’s rebid is, for example, in No Trumps, then responder has a fairly accurate picture of the partnership’s combined strength. This will allow him to decide to terminate the bidding in a part-score, invite opener to go on or, if stronger, force the bidding towards game (or higher).

Responder’s second bid when opener rebids in No Trumps

This is usually straightforward. Responder knows to within a point or so how strong opener is, and passes or raises accordingly.

Exploring the options - finding the major suit fit

Note, however, that there is a possibility that opener may rebid in No Trumps on some hands where he holds a 5-card major:

When opener has jump rebid in No Trumps, there are only two weak actions open to you: 

· Pass

· A rebid of your suit (3( in this case)

Any other bid (such as going back to opener’s suit) is forcing.

Responder’s second bid when opener has raised responder’s suit

When opener has raised your suit, you should have a fair idea of his strength. It is usually a case of assessing the combined values and bidding accordingly.

Looking at the two hands, the best contract is 4(. In this game, declarer will probably lose two tricks in Clubs and the Ace of Spades, making his game contract.





Similar methods are needed to explore for a potential 8-card major suit fit when the fit is in the responder’s suit.





Don’t fail to explore these possibilities before settling on a No Trumps contract.

This is easy! Opener has a limited opening bid and a 5-card or longer Diamond suit. Your side’s combined values are well short of sufficient for game - indeed, you may even find that the opponents have the balance of points. You have at least seven, and possibly more, Diamonds between you. There is no reason to bid again. Pass.

Opener jump rebids in a minor suit





When opener has jump rebid in a minor suit, your target is often a contract of 3 No Trumps, as game in a minor requires eleven tricks. 





As responder, you may sometimes introduce a suit where you have some high card strength rather than length. This will often assist partner to judge if 3NT is a good game.





Opener will be reluctant to raise a new suit in this sort of sequence, as he will realise that responder may well be probing for No trumps
